Behind the Scenes at a Broadway Show

Write a brief description of the following “behind the scenes” jobs in the production of a Broadway musical as found in your books on page A-21.

1. Producer –  Gets the money for the show, in charge of the entire production

2. Writer/Composer/Lyricist -  Script/Music/Lyrics

3. Director -  Leads the actors through their scenes.

4. Musical Director -  Co-ordinates all the music involved in the production.

5. Choreographer -  Designs and teaches the dances.

6. Orchestra -  The musicians who perform the live music.

7. Conductor -  Directs the orchestra.

8. Vocal Coach -  Works with the singes to develop their voices.

9. Lighting Designer -  Lays out the plan for the lighting.

10. Sound Designer -  Lays out the plan for the sound.

11. Rigger -  Hangs the sound and light equipment.

12. Set Designer -  Lays out the plan for the look of the sets.

13. Carpenter -  Builds the sets.

14. Costume Designer -  Lays out the plan for the look of the costumes.

15. Costumer -  Creates and maintains the costumes.

16. Stage Manager -  Oversees all aspects of the performance: props, entrances, costumes, lighting, set movement.
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
